There are a couple of new Phishing 
scams out there.  They are email no-
tifications alleging a data breach on 
your account or card.  One purports 
to be from NCUA (National Credit 
Union Administration) and another 
from CUNA (Credit Union National 
Association Mutual Insurance).  CU 
Swirl is also a victim of this phishing 
attack.  (That’s the website that helps 
you find shared branching locations.)  
These emails ask you to click on a 
link or log onto a site and provide 
account, card and/or password in-
formation.  As always, legitimate 
companies would never contact you 
requesting your information.  NCUA, 
CUNA and CU Swirl are real enti-
ties (check out their websites) but 
know that they would never send an 
email to ask for account or password 
information.
